Our Special Committee has
been, for the past year, working
at various areas to promote the
basic human rights for BN(O)s.
As some of you may be aware
that we have been studying
different aspects of human rights
and immigration laws, with a view

to a possible lawsuit. We also

have been consulting with
different layers and organisations
about the matter; however, due
to the complexity of the
nationality law, the progress is
still on-going. At the moment, we
are extremely in need of further
financial support in order that our

work can continue. We currently

need another £5,000 for
completing the initial stage of our
work, before deciding which
specific lawyer we will employ to
take on the case.

C ) into a bit of a trouble, with regard to my "student visa," in order to take up my

foundation training post starting on 2 August 2009.

At the end of March 2009, the Home Office decided to change our visa categories from "Post-
graduate doctors visa" to "Tier4 Student visa". Unfortunately, the Department of Health (DoH)
and the UK Foundation programme office (UKFPO) had not been informed of the change and
did not arrange the appropriate license for recruiting international trainee doctors graduating
from their British schools.

On 7 July 2009, the UKFPO finally registered as a sponsor and delivered the appropriate letter
to my Hong Kong address, which arrived 5 days later. However, they got my nationality as
Chinese (which was incorrect, as deemed by the British consulate). | put in my application
nonetheless.

| was in contact with the UKFPO, and they resent the letter with "British National (oversees)",
which was mis-spelt. Unfortunately, that would not be acceptable either.

| was hoping to complain because of the huge difference in fees (Nothing for BNO if | apply
here versus 600 pounds~ HK$8,000), but found that | have no opportunity or pathway to do
so. | am tired of people in the UK repeatingly say, "Oh, but you don't need to worry, you have
a British passport!". The irony is, despite it looks the same, | am not recognise as British.
